| for oral and written information or services in this language.

D Even if you don't get a reply in our language at first, insist on its use
| every day. Don't feel like you're being a nuisance — you're helping to
keep our language alive!

» Aregional or minority language is not a foreign language.
. P> It has been spoken by people from this region for centuries.
. > Nobody should be surprised when we speak our own language

in public, even though we can also speak the majority language.

. D> Keep speaking it, even if you are mistaken for a tourist!
