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Foreword

The Council of Europe (CoE) is an intergovernmental organisation with the dual purpose of promoting
and protecting human rights and ensuring the practice of democratic processes across the European
continent.

produced in the context of the education and awareness raising component of the PCDK project to
encourage dialogue, creative thinking and a dynamic process of recognising the advantage of diversity.
The characters of ‘aliens’ and the notion of " alienation’ from one’s own heritage we hope will help
open a door to further discussion.
