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              The year 2024 marked the 75th anniversary of the Council of Europe, an international organisation founded in London on 5 May 1949 by 10 states. Since its inception, the Strasbourg-based Organisation has sought to change the way Europeans perceive their relations with their neighbours, so that they come to see them as partners and allies rather than opponents or foes. The Council of Europe works to promote and defend fundamental values rather than free trade agreements or military alliances. It was founded with the aim of building lasting peace in Europe, which in its history had never known a generation without war. Lessons were drawn from the mistakes of the past – including that pluralist democracies should not launch wars of aggression against their neighbours. Henceforth, the principle of upholding human rights was to be promoted and the effective exercise of these rights in the member states to be guaranteed. This new dynamic was already gathering momentum in a number of countries: some had abolished the death penalty, while others had introduced genuine universal suffrage, and the press was gradually breaking free from the control of the authorities. Looking beyond such initiatives at national level, the Organisation took advantage of the favourable context to promote, first among its member states and then throughout Europe, what were to become the three fundamental pillars of the Council of Europe: human rights, the rule of law and democracy.


              This publication aims to raise awareness of the impact that the Council of Europe has had and continues to have on the daily lives of millions of Europeans, even though its role is not widely known.


              In the wake of the tragedies of the first half of the 20th century, the first step was to promote something that had united Europeans for centuries. From the earliest days of the new international body, culture and its various manifestations were increasingly recognised as indispensable instruments for peacebuilding in Europe.


              The 1954 European Cultural Convention, the second major Council of Europe convention drawn up after the European Convention on Human Rights, still seeks to promote this bond today. It aims to foster mutual understanding between the peoples of Europe, promote respect for their cultural diversity and highlight national contributions to Europe’s common cultural heritage.


              This obviously required the development of a new set of standards, a forum for intergovernmental dialogue and targeted campaigns and initiatives. It was also vital to find effective communication tools to highlight the many Council of Europe initiatives being implemented in the member states and even beyond.


              In an age before television and social media, the poster was the communication tool of choice. Using this powerful mainstream medium ensured that a message reached everyone without distinction.


              Posters initially emerged as a means of mass communication in the 19th century. From their beginnings as a form of advertising in the industrial age, they gradually conquered the political sphere.


              Throughout the 20th century, the history of the poster was marked by a number of significant trends and events. First came the Roaring Twenties, when innovative artistic styles emerged, most notably Art Deco. Then, between the wars, fascist and totalitarian regimes used posters as political propaganda tools. During the Second World War, posters played a crucial role in mobilising the population and promoting the war effort. In the aftermath of that global conflict, the use of posters for propaganda purposes was widespread, reflecting the ideological struggle between communism and capitalism and the division of the European continent into two blocs. From the 1950s onwards, posters became a very popular medium of political communication. The poster competition organised by the Organisation for European Economic Co-operation in 1950 on the theme of intra-European co-operation for a better standard of living is a case in point.


              In the 1960s and 1970s, posters were embraced by the counterculture movement as a preferred means of expression. They were used to promote large-scale social movements, art and music festivals and political causes such as the advancement of women’s rights, peace and the protection of the environment. With the advent of the internet and online media in the 1990s, digital and interactive formats developed, but posters were still part of everyday life.


              The main purpose of posters is to convey a message, but visual aesthetics are just as important. Marketing and branding can help to enhance the message’s impact. However, there are also times when such distractions should be kept to a minimum. Whatever the style, posters are an essential form of communication, allowing people to grasp a particular subject at a glance.


              Looking back at this simple yet powerful communication tool is an effective way to review the milestones in the Organisation’s history and showcase its key activities.


              The selection of Council of Europe posters included in this publication may seem arbitrary, but choosing just 100 or so posters from over a thousand that illustrate 75 years of work is hard, if not impossible. An initial selection was made for the exhibition staged by the Luxembourg Presidency of the Committee of Ministers at the Palais de l’Europe in November 2024. It has been expanded and enriched with additional texts for this publication. The result is a reflection of the most striking campaigns and activities during the 75 years of the Council of Europe’s existence. The focus on the artistic and visual impact of the posters captures the importance of the events advertised, their significance at the time and their relevance today.


              At the end of 2004, we paid tribute to the European Cultural Convention on the 70th anniversary of its opening for signature. We hope that this particular selection of posters will reflect the preamble to the convention, which illustrates the common heritage of the member states. Forty-six is the number of member states of the Council of Europe today. Forty-six countries united by shared ideals and principles, attached above all to their cultural diversity and unique history, but also to intercultural dialogue, reflecting their belonging to a civilisation which is common to them all.


              Today, in the eyes of the general public, posters continue to paint a picture of past events, serving as historical sources to establish what happened and what inspired those who came before us. Sifting through the archives, curating and staging the exhibition and producing this publication underlines our unwavering commitment to this vibrant organisation, which, at 75 years young, remains so active in championing the fundamental principles of human rights, the rule of law and democracy.

              L’année 2024 a marqué le 75e anniversaire du Conseil de l’Europe, organisation internationale fondée par dix États le 5 mai 1949 à Londres et siégeant à Strasbourg. Depuis sa création, l’Organisation s’efforce de changer le regard que les Européens portent sur eux-mêmes et leurs voisins, les incitant à voir en ces derniers des partenaires et des alliés plutôt que des adversaires ou des ennemis. Œuvrant à promouvoir et à défendre des valeurs fondamentales – et non pas des accords de libre-échange ou des alliances militaires –, le Conseil de l’Europe a vu le jour avec pour mission de bâtir une paix durable, dans une Europe qui, tout au long de son histoire, n’avait jamais connu de génération sans guerre. Des expériences politiques passées, souvent imparfaites, ont permis de tirer plusieurs leçons, dont celle que les démocraties pluralistes ne déclenchent pas de guerre d’agression contre leurs pays voisins. Aujourd’hui, les valeurs de protection des droits humains sont activement promues et l’exercice effectif de ces droits est fermement défendu au sein des États membres. En effet, plusieurs pays avaient déjà amorcé cette nouvelle dynamique : certains avaient aboli la peine de mort, d’autres instauré un véritable suffrage universel, tandis que la presse s’affranchissait peu à peu du pouvoir en place. Au-delà de ces initiatives nationales, le Conseil de l’Europe a profité de ce contexte favorable pour promouvoir, d’abord auprès de ses États membres puis à travers toute l’Europe, ce qui allait devenir ses trois piliers fondamentaux : les droits humains, l’État de droit et la démocratie.


              Cette publication vise à mieux faire connaître l’impact de cette Organisation, souvent méconnue, sur la vie quotidienne de millions d’Européennes et d’Européens, depuis sa création jusqu’à aujourd’hui.


              Après les tragédies de la première moitié du XXe siècle, il s’est tout d’abord agi de promouvoir ce qui unissait les Européens depuis des siècles. Dès les premiers pas de cette nouvelle organisation internationale, la conscience s’est répandue que la culture, dans ses nombreuses expressions, est un vecteur important pour bâtir une Europe en paix.


              Aujourd’hui encore, la Convention culturelle européenne de 1954, historiquement la deuxième convention d’envergure du Conseil de l’Europe après la Convention européenne des droits de l’homme, vise à remplir cette mission. Son ambition est de promouvoir la compréhension mutuelle entre les peuples d’Europe, de respecter leurs diversités culturelles et de mettre en valeur leurs contributions nationales au patrimoine culturel commun du continent.

            
          


          
            	
              Pour ce faire, il fallait certes créer une nouvelle architecture normative, un forum d’échange intergouvernemental, des campagnes et des initiatives ciblées. Qui plus est, afin de mettre en lumière les nombreuses initiatives du Conseil de l’Europe à l’échelle de ses États membres, et même au-delà, il était primordial de trouver des instruments de communication efficaces.


              À une époque sans télévision ni réseaux sociaux, l’affiche, support emblématique grand public, était l’outil de communication privilégié. Communiquer par voie d’affiches permettait de s’assurer que le message véhiculé parvienne à tous sans discrimination.


              L’affiche, moyen de communication de masse, naît au XIXe siècle en tant que support publicitaire à l’époque industrielle, avant de conquérir la sphère politique.


              Tout au long du XXe siècle, l’histoire de l’affiche a été marquée par plusieurs tendances et évènements significatifs. Il y a d’abord eu les Années folles, qui ont vu l’émergence de styles artistiques innovants et plus particulièrement l’Art déco. Puis, les régimes fascistes et totalitaires de l’entre-deux-guerres ont eu recours aux affiches en tant qu’outil de propagande politique. Au courant de la seconde guerre mondiale, les affiches ont ensuite joué le rôle crucial de mobilisation des populations et de promotion de l’effort de guerre. À l’issue de ce conflit mondial, des affiches de propagande se répandent, elles témoignent de la lutte idéologique entre le communisme et le capitalisme, de l’Europe scindée en deux blocs. À partir des années 1950, l’affiche est devenue un vecteur de communication politique très prisé. Preuve s’il en est, un concours d’affiches a été organisé en 1950 par l’Organisation pour la coopération économique en Europe. Il portait sur le thème de la coopération intereuropéenne pour de meilleures conditions de vie.


              Durant les décennies 1960-1970, l’affiche devient le moyen d’expression privilégié de la contre-culture. Des affiches sont créées notamment pour promouvoir de grands mouvements sociaux, des festivals musicaux ou artistiques, mais aussi des revendications politiques telles que les avancées en matière de droits des femmes, de paix et de protection de l’environnement. À partir des années 1990 enfin, avec l’avènement d’internet et des médias, l’affiche évolue vers des formats numériques et interactifs sans pour autant disparaître de notre vie quotidienne.


              L’objet premier de l’affiche est de véhiculer un message, mais l’esthétique visuelle est tout aussi importante. Le marketing et l’image de marque peuvent être des vecteurs pour accroître l’impact du message. Il arrive aussi, à l’inverse, que rien ne doive détourner du message. En dépit du style choisi, l’affiche est un support de communication incontournable. À travers elle, le spectateur embrasse une thématique d’un seul regard.


              Ce moyen de communication, à la fois percutant et accessible, s’est révélé pertinent pour retracer les grandes étapes de l’histoire de l’Organisation et mettre en exergue ses activités marquantes.

            
          


          
            	
              La sélection d’affiches du Conseil de l’Europe proposée au fil de cet ouvrage peut paraître arbitraire. Il est toutefois difficile, voire impossible, d’opérer une sélection d’une centaine d’affiches parmi le millier d’entre elles illustrant 75 ans d’activité de cette Organisation. Une première sélection a été réalisée pour l’exposition présentée au Palais de l’Europe en novembre 2024 par la présidence luxembourgeoise du Comité des Ministres. Elle a été complétée et enrichie de textes complémentaires pour cette publication. Le produit final reflète les campagnes et les activités les plus marquantes des 75 années d’existence du Conseil de l’Europe. La signification de l’événement annoncé par voie d’affiche, sa portée à l’époque, ainsi que son impact artistique et visuel se révèlent, tout comme sa pertinence de nos jours.


              Fin 2024, nous avons rendu hommage à la Convention culturelle européenne, à l’occasion du 70e anniversaire de son ouverture à la signature. Nous espérons que cette sélection d’affiches mise à l’honneur fera écho au préambule de cette convention, illustration du patrimoine commun des États membres. Quarante-six, c’est le nombre d’États aujourd’hui au sein de cette Organisation. Quarante-six États emplis d’idéaux et de principes partagés, et attachés plus que tout à leurs diversités culturelles, à leur histoire, mais aussi au dialogue interculturel, reflet de leur civilisation commune.


              De nos jours, pour le public, les affiches demeurent des témoignages d’événements passés, des sources d’archives historiques permettant de représenter ce qui a pu être et ce qui a animé nos prédécesseurs. Parcourir le fonds des archives, opérer cette sélection et produire une exposition et cette publication ne sont finalement que le reflet de notre attachement envers cette jeune organisation d’à peine 75 ans, qui reste si vivante et active en matière de défense des valeurs fondamentales telles que les droits humains, l’État de droit et la démocratie.

        The urgent need for peace in Europe: the origins of the Council of Europe –The idea of convening a European assembly was born at the European Congress organised in The Hague, the Netherlands, from 7 to 10 May 1948 by the International Committee of the Movements for European Unity. Indeed, in the aftermath of the Second World War, many pro-European movements campaigned for the establishment of an organisation capable of preventing a return to totalitarian regimes and defending fundamental freedoms, peace and democracy. At the end of the Hague Congress, the participants adopted a political resolution calling for a European assembly to be convened, a charter of human rights to be drawn up and a court of justice to be set up to enforce it.
